Since its inception, CCE has collaborated with QU academic departments to provide
bespoke continuing education courses and training workshops. These training programs
have gained the recognition of the community as reflected by the growing demand for
more course offerings.

The Center of Continuing Education is recognized as a valuable contributor to, and resource for, the
University and Qatari community. We are dedicated to providing access to educational and training
opportunities that will shape individual lives, professions, and the society.

To extend QU resources to the various constituencies we serve through non-degree professional and
personal development programs with targeted and measurable goals and outcomes.
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Training Courses

The Center of Continuing Education offers a variety of programs and training courses designed to fulfil the needs of the Qatar community.
Training courses are offered to all community members in a number of disciplines such as language, business, leadership, management,
finance, accounting and information processing. Test preparation courses for GMAT, GRE, SAT, IELTS, and ACT are also offered.

The Center of Continuing Education offers preparation courses in Certified Management Accountant (CMA), Certified Internal Auditor
(CIA), Gulf Certified Public Accountant (GCPA) to help community members stay up-to-date in management, accounting and finance
professions. Preparation course in Project Management Professional (PMP®) is offered for professionals interested in understanding
the Project Management framework and how it applies to their business.

The Office provides certification programs such as the Chartered Institute of Personnel and Development (CIPD) in Human Resources,
Certified Non-profit Accounting Professional (CNAP), Internet Computer Driving License (ICDL) and International Business Driving
License .

CCE also collaborates with QU administrative units and colleges to develop training programs for specialized fields.
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Arabic Business Writing Skills
This program to provide participants with the basic skills requried to write Arabic business reports in a practical way
focusing on grammer, punctuation, and sentence composition.

Arabic for non-native speakers- Level 1 ,Level 2, Level 3

Arabic for non-native speakers is offered at Levels 1, 2 and 3. Levels 1& 2 are designed to provide learners with an
introduction to reading Arabic alphabets and short text and simple news, listening to and interacting in conversations and
exchanges, and writing essential sentences about daily life. The Level 3 course is designed to enhance learners’ fluency,
accuracy and confidence in the written language, and improve communication skills.

Business English Level 1, Level 2, Level 3

Business English is offered at Levels 1 and 2. This course improves the learners’ proficiency in English, with the
main emphasis on building a sound grammatical base and the ability to communicate in business, both orally and
inwriting. Sub-technical vocabulary and basic language functions used in the language of business are introduced
in this course. Topics covered include Customers, Companies, Product, Retailing, Banking, Finance, Franchising,
and Problem Solving.

French Language Level 1 Level 2, Level 3
This course improves the learners’ proficiency in French, with the main emphasis on building a sound grammatical
base and the ability to communicate both orally and in writing.

General English - Level 1, Level 2,Level 3, Level 4

This course is offered at Levels 1,2, 3and 4. Level 1 is an integrated-skills course that reviews the important basic structural
areas students are expected to have met and studied in high schools. The four skills (listening, speaking, writing, and reading)
are emphasized in this level.

In Level 2, learners are expected to employ skimming and scanning techniques in reading, to determine the meaning of new
words in context and to approach reading texts in English in an holistic way.

In Level 3, emphasis is given to accuracy in the production and understanding of clear English, but highlights more complex
structures and materials.

In Level 4, learners develop linguistic skills and communication abilities that bring them to an advanced level. The course
teaches reading, writing, listening, speaking, and grammar, and provides training in the use of computer language programs
with an aim of developing self-learning skills.
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German Language Level 1 Level 2, Level 3
This is a beginner’s level course and is designed to provide learners with the basic skills in listening, speaking,
writing, and reading German Language.

Spanish Language Level 1, Level 2, Level 3

Spanishisofferedat Levels 1,2 and 3. Level 1is designed to provide learners with basic functional tools and practical
language knowledge that will enable them to communicate immediately and effectively in simple conversations.
Level 2, will help learners to expand on basic vocabulary, pronunciation, conversational skills and provide a
cultural understanding of the Hispanic world. In Level 3, learners develop linguistic skills and communication
abilities that bring them to an advanced level.

Turkish Language Level 1 Level 2, Level 3

Turkish language course is offered in 3 levels. Level 1, is designed to provide learners with an introduction to
Turkish alphabets and short text, listening to and interacting in conversations and writing essential sentences. The
four skills (listening, speaking, writing, and reading) are emphasized in this level. Level 2 aims to improve the
vocabulary, pronunciation and conversational skills of students with class activities and group talks and will be
able to compare past and present. Attendees will familiarize with Turkish culture too. In Level 3, learners develop
linguistic skills and communication abilities that bring them to an advanced level.

Preparation for Exam Programs
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ACT Preparation Course
This course is designed to provide learners with background about the subject matter required for the test. Learners
are trained on effective test taking strategies. They are also familiarized with the exam and its regulations.

ACT Princeton Review
This course uses Princeton Review training materials. Learners are taught on effective test taking strategies. They are
also familiarized with the exam and its regulations.

The
course topic includes, filming basics, editing on Final Cut Pro X, lighting and equipment rundown , pre and post
production

Learning & Marketing by Animation & Infographics

This course is designed to prepare participants to design animation and cartoon movies in a simple, professional and
interesting way and share them with a group of recipients or publish on the Internet. In addition, this course will help prepare
participants to work with Goanimate website.

Customer Service Skills
The course aims to improve the abilities and skills of the participants in field of customer service. This interactive course
allows participants to develop their skills, increase their efficiency and rate their performance in customer service.

Effective Communication Skills

This course is designed to familiarize learners on how to communicate in their everyday life and workplace environments
through effective use of appropriate verbal and nonverbal skills. Learners will be able to identify the characteristics of
assertive, aggressive and passive communication styles, and to utilize communication skills when negotiating with others
and in problem-solving situations.

Effective Leadership Skills

The course is designed to introduce participants to leardership perspectives and the role communication plays
in effective leadership and management strategies. It explores the concepts, principles and requirements of
effectiveleadership. This course will enable learners to identify key steps in effective decision-making, appreciate
role of leadership in innovation, formulate ways of building trust and commitment, and become aware of change
mangement processes.

Effective Management Skills
This course helps existing and newly appointed managers at any level in the organization, to develop their leadership
styles and deal with key areas of effective management, including motivation, delegation and managing stress.
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Fundamentals of Project Planning and Scheduling

This course provides participants with a practical understanding of the basic methods of planning, scheduling
and control of projects using the critical path method (CPM). Methods to be covered in this course wil include
Resource Leveling, Scheduling with Limited Resources, and Time-cost Tradeoffs. The course will follow Project
Time Management knowledge area as per the PMBOK.

Health Care Strategic Management
This course introduces the concept of strategic planning as an integral part in the health department. It aims to review the
important components in this concept, analysis and study of the practical applications of this concept in the health care system

Journalistic Skills: By Writing, Reporting and Investigative Journalism

The program aims to provide participants with the necessary knowledge of professional writing of press releases. This courses
will also help participants formulate news and press reports and identify the various news editing and investigative journalism
formats, in addition to identifying new styles of creative writing. Upon completion, of course participants will acquire skills for
report writing and investigative journalism.

Managerial and Organizational Skills

Designed to improve participants’ personal, managerial, and organizational skills and to orient them on existing leadership
styles. Participants will learn new motivating techniques to make employees more effective in making decisions, writing
reports, and managing work teams. The difference between the importance of companies’ social obligation and social
responsibility principles, values, and ethics will be explained as well as how to deal with a diverse workforce, using real-
life examples.

Microsoft Excel- Advanced Level

This course will provide participants with the necessary skills to exploit the advanced features of MS-Excel. During this
workshop, Excel is approached as an effective decision support tool that has great potential in assisting managers at all levels
to organize their work and improve their decision making. Decision and logical functions, Advanced charting, Pivot Tables,
Solver are, among other topics, covered in this course.

This course assumes that participants have a basic to intermediate level of MS-Excel to get the maximum benefit of the covered
topics.

Using a range of analysis tools, the course emphasizes a clear structure for
strategic thinking to enable better business decision-making.

Franklin Covey’s The 5 choices to Extraordinary Productivity process measurably increases productivity of
individuals, teams and organizations. Upon completion of this course, participants will be able to make more
selective, high impact choices about where to invest their valuable time, attention and energy.

This course is offered in collaboration with Franklin Covey and help build leaders at every level in an organization. No
matter how competent a person is, they will not have sustained and lasting success unless they are able to effectively lead
themselves, influence, engage and collaborate with others, and continually improve and renew their capabilities. These
elements are at the heart of personal, team, and organizational effectiveness. The 7 Habits of Highly Effective People
develops leadership effectiveness at three levels: Individual, Team, Organization.

Basics in Accounting
This course gives a brief summary of the nature and types of accounting systems and basic accounting concepts
with a focus on the elements of the accounting cycle.

Corporate Budgeting

This course enables participants to become familiar with the process of preparing corporate budgeting using
modern approaches and techniques. The key topics included in this course are: relationship between budgeting and
planning, types of budgets, budgeting methodologies and approaches, budgeting and performance management.
Participants will also learn how to use budget as a performance development tool of constrain tool.
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Data Analysis using SPSS ( Introductory & Advanced Levels)

This workshop is offered at Introductory and Advanced Level. The Introductory Level is intended for new learners
and aims to provide them with basic skills in SPSS and preliminary data analysis. The Advanced-Level workshop
is designed for people with basic knowledge of SPSS, statistics and data analysis.

On completion of both levels, learners will be able to apply their knowledge of simple and multiple Linear
Regression, interpret Matrix Plot and Residual Analysis, and build a regression model. They will have the skills to
apply statistical procedures such as Binary Logistic Regression and Compare Means in general linear ANOVA and
ANCOVA models, and other designs.

Establishing and Managing an Internal Audit Function

This course explains the process of establishing an internal audit function for non-audit professionals. Key Topic
Areas include; Internal Audit Basics, 1A Standards Overview, Interaction and Reporting to Audit Committee, Creating
|A Charter and Policies and Procedures, Annual Audit Planning, Audit Engagement Planning and Execution

Financial Data Analysis

This course will assist trainees to better appreciate the importance of accounting within their organization and
to develop the ability to understand, interpret and analyze financial statements of public companies. It provides
trainees with understanding of basic tools in financial analysis that would enable decision- making in credit and
investment contexts. Key topic areas include basic accounting terminology, recording of business transactions,
financial reporting framework, main financial statements, and financial ratio analysis.

Islamic Banking Services

This course aims to develop an appreciation of the Sharia compliant financial products and the rational for the prohibition
of Riba (usury) in Sharia compliant financial instruments. The course will look in detail at the financial techniques applied
by Islamic banks with detailed analysis of Islamic asset and fund management and risk sharing concepts (PLS model).
Additionally, this course will examine the Sukuk (bonds) structure.

Marketing using Social Media

The program aims to identify the attributes and characteristics of marketing tools through social networking. This course
also guides participants on how to employ their capabilities to promote ideas, develop business and increase marketing
performance of companies and institutions.

Risk Management
The course delivers the foundations of enterprise risk management (in line with the global ISO 31000 risk management
standard), in a fast-paced and interactive style, incorporating case studies and current affairs.
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The Legal Dark Side of Business
This course will discuss the different aspects of criminal behaviour that would affect the business environment in
Qatar.

Drafting and Negotiating Commercial Contracts ( Basic, Introductory and Advanced)
This course will provide an introduction to the essentials of negotiating and drafting commercial contracts in
English. This course will be offered in three levels basic , intermediate and Advanced.

English Legal Terminology
This course aims to introduce trainees to keywords, and terms usually used in legal contexts and to develop trainees
abilities in reading, writing legal texts, contracts and judicial petitions

Family Legal Matters in Qatari Law
This course will discuss the legal aspects of Family matters according to Qatari Law. The course will provide
practical solutions for current family issues and highlight court decisions in this regard.

Framework of Labour Relations in Qatari Law
This course aims to provide the participants with the legal framework of labour relationships in the private sector
and highlight the rights and the obligations of the employer and employee.

Introduction to Law for Non- lawyers
This course aims to present the principles of the Qatari legal system and the process of enactment and application of law to the
citizens and residents.

Legal Aspects of E-Business in Qatar
This course will acquaint the participants with different legal aspects of commercial transactions in the e-environment,
especially contracting, signature, evidence and crimes.

Legal Aspects of Infrastructure Contract in Qatar
This course aims to discuss the different contractual mechanisms used in infrastructure projects, with a particular focus
on B.0.T contract and its provisions.

Legal Framework of Tendering and Bidding in Qatar
The course will discuss the legal framework of tendering and bidding law in Qatar, from the advertisement phase till
the contracting phase, in accordance to the contracting circumstances.
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Legal Protection Of Environment in state of Qatar
This course will deal with the history of environment law and will also discuss the different legislation applied for the protection
of environment in the State Of Qatar.

Adoption of Building Information Modelling (BIM) in Construction in Qatar University

“This course enables participants to develop an understanding of the strategies for adoption of BIM in Qatar and gulf
region construction industry.

The course key topic area includes, introduction to current practices of BIM adoption in construction industry in Qatar,
integrated project delivery, opportunities in Qatar, employer information requirements, contractual arrangements and
potential for improvements to enable successful adoption, BIM execution strategy, and BIM execution plan.

Construction in Safety - Can we measure it?
This course topics include: construction safety in general, occupational health and safety management system,
construction safety performance measurement and construction safety risk assessment.

Solid Waste Management

This course aims to introduce to the participants the state of the art technology of handling and treatment of solid waste.
In addition, the course will describe the fundamental of solids waste treatment as well as introduce the organizational and
legislative developments, practices, financial burdens, and benefits of handling solid wastes.
