Traffic Safety in Work Zone

COURSE DESCRIPTION

One of the main problems we find in work zones is the high rate of fatalities that occur in
them. Statistical data confirms that drivers represent more than eighty percent (80%) of
the fatalities in work zones. This clearly highlights that safety in work zones is paramount,
and professionals should be aware of how to remove, target or mitigate hazards within
work zones. Road Authorities are responsible for the safety of these motorists, and they
must establish and enforce the rules and regulations that contractors should follow to
design a safe work zone environment.

The Qatar Work Zone Traffic Management Guide is the applicable standard, which will be
covered extensively in this course. We will also teach candidates how to design a safe work
zone, and how to avoid safety hazards from arising on them. On this course, we will also
examine and analyse the use of protection from crash barriers, impact attenuators, dynamic
variable (changeable, electronic or dynamic) message signs, average speed check cameras,
speed enforcement, and flagger operations and training.

Another important part of the “Work Zones” is the use of vertical signs and road markings,
which will also be covered in depth on this course.

Engineers, Traffic Safety Professionals, Planners, Design Consultants, Law Enforcement
